Paramedic Program Admission: 
Students seeking admission to the Paramedic program must be fully admitted to Chattahoochee 
Technical College for the Spring semester. Students should choose one of the following programs of 
study: Paramedicine Certificate, Paramedicine Diploma, or Paramedicine Associate Degree. 

Information Session:  
All students must attend a virtual information session and complete a program application. Program 
applications are only given out at the Information Sessions.  A schedule of paramedic information 
sessions will be posted on the paramedic webpage. 

Required: 
Students must hold a current certification or licensure as an EMT, AEMT, or EMT-I. 

Paramedic Certificate Course Work:
